Some notable locals involved with the fair include Happy Lucky Me, purveyor of tote bags emblazoned with the univer-
sal sentiment “I Love Thai Iced Tea”; Dirty Pillows, who combine the precious and perverse with their cross-stitched cre-
ativity; doll-maker extraordinaire Dame Darcy; Bigger Krissy, creator of fluffy oddball stuffed animals with names like
Yuckity and Popo and Sew Darn Cute, who create knitting needle cozies and handbags using vintage and retro fabrics.
Bazaar Bizarre has also drawn interest from crafters nationwide. Discover Dia de los Muertos jewelry and glitteriffic D.1.Y.
shrine kits from Phoenix's Chicano Pop Art; or pick up vinyl handbags, wristcuffs, and wallets by Alison Simonian, who
sews from her home in Chicago.

Bazaar Bizarre, now in its third year, originated in Boston. The East Coast crew carries on the legendary fun Saturday,

December 13 — the day before the first annual Bazaar Bizarre West here in Hollywood.
